Two Drawer Utility Box
· Items Mr. K. does for you
Sides 2 @ ¾ x 5 x 7 ½ 
· Cut one piece at 17”
· Plane to ¾ 

· Joint one edge mark with “X” 
· Rip to 5” on Table saw
· Square both ends (make sawdust only) mark with “X”
· After making top and bottom 3/8 Dado for bottom of top
· Route inside top to dado

· Route outside

Top 1 @ ¾ x 5 x 18 ¼  
· Cut Piece to 19”
· Plane to ¾ 

· Joint one edge mark with “X” 
· Rip to 5” on Table saw
· Square one end mark with “X”

· Cut other end to 18 ¼” long mark with “X”
· Route top front from mark to mark (Can not route all the way across)
· Dado 3/8 deep in center for mid stile
Bottom 1 @ ¾ x 5 ½ x 20
· Cut Piece to 21”
· Plane to ¾ 

· Joint one edge mark with “X”
· Rip to 5 ½” on Table saw
· Square one end mark with “X”

· Cut other end to 20” long mark with “X”
· Route 2 sides and front
Back 1 @ ¾ x 8 ¾  x 20
· Cut Piece to 21”
· Plane to ¾ 

· Joint one edge mark with “X” 
· Rip to 8 ¾” on Table saw
· Square one end mark with “X”

· Cut other end to 20” long mark with “X”

· Route 2 sides and top

Center 1 @ ¾ x 5 x 4 5/8
· You must have a partner for this piece
· Cut Piece to 11” or larger

· Plane to ¾ 

· Joint one edge mark with “X” 
· Rip to 5” on Table saw
· Square one end mark with “X”

· Cut other end to 11” long mark with “X”

· Cut two pieces to 4 5/8” long (one for each student)
Assembly
· Sand pieces to medium grit (make sure all pencil marks are gone)
· Glue sides and top together (make sure you use a tri-square)
· Screw bottom to sides

· Screw back onto sides and top

· Screw mid stile into back and bottom
· Glue mid stile into dado in top (wipe out excess glue)
· Cut plugs for back and bottom

· Glue plugs in (make sure glue in same grain direction)
Drawers
· Take accurate measurements of both openings 

· Rip all boards exactly ¼ less than Height

· Cut 4 pieces exactly 1/8  less than Length

· Put 3 pieces into one side of box and measure for the side

· Continue this step for the next 3 sides

· Sand inside of all pieces
· Assemble together with nails and glue (see Mr. K for demonstration)
· Cut bottom to fit and attach with nails and glue
· Sand outside except front
· Cut front to measurements less 1/16 Length and Height.
· Glue front on
· Find center for knobs drill hole.
· Start sanding to 220
Finishing
